February We read Birdcage Walk by Helen Dunmore This novel took us to Bristol in the fime of the
French Revolution.

April gave us Miss Benson's Beetle by Rachel Joyce. This extremely well written book was our
favourite.

May The Romantic by William Boyd. This is also a very good read. The character experiences many lives
in many countries as he travels the world.

LOCAL HISTORY GROUP

Our first meeting this quarter brought together four group members who each gave a talk inspired by
an historical event that took place in April.

Virginia told the tale of Samuel Johnson (1709-1784) and his dictionary; Laurence chose the second
expedition (1772-1775) by Captain James Cook; the life, love and marriage of Eva Braun and Hitler was
explored by Avril and on a lighter note Sandra spoke about the introduction fo the UK in 1633 of the
Banana.

The Wiltshire Lieutenancy

Appointed in 2018 as a Deputy Lieutenant Judge Simon Cooper explained in May the history and purpose
of the Wiltshire Lieutenancy about which Linda’s account follows.

The position of Lord Lieutenant was created in
1540, giving the Royal Prerogative to ‘call men to
arms’. Comprising mostly of Lords, they were
assigned ‘powers to repress, subdue, slay and put

Lieutenancies

to execution by all ways and means'. They were to
raise taxes for the King, previously the role of the
local Sheriff.

There have been 34 Lord Lieutenants of Wiltshire,
the first being William Herbert in 1551. They are
appointed by the King to uphold the dignity of the
crown, and to welcome and support the Royal Family whilst they visit. Dame Sarah Troughton has held
the post since 2012.

This and many other inferesting historical and
cultural facts were shared with us during Bob Holman's fascinating presentation of his latest portfolio
of black and white photos, entitled 'Hidden in Plain Sight.'

Despite an annoying technical issue out of his control, Bob entertained us in his inimitable and jovial
style, with shots from many familiar places and buildings such as the Town Hall, Merchant's House, and
the local churches.

MILITARY HISTORY

The Military History Group meets on the first Monday of the month,
in the Village Hall at Easton Royal, and the car park was full to
bursting for the April presentation by Roger Bailey who told us about
the DH-88 Comet Racer which won the London to Melbourne race in
1934 and which is still in pride of place at the famous Shuttleworth
Collection in Bedfordshire. I have seen it proudly in place there in its
stunning red livery and T was able o appreciate it so much more
! having heard all about the adventures with it back in its pre-war days.

Our May gathering was in fact a visit by about 15 members to the Small Arms Collection at Warminster
Camp. We had a superb guide whose knowledge of all of these weapons was unlimited. His tour of 3
hours was really fascinating and we all emerged somewhat shell shocked (no pun intended!) with the
information he had given us. It is an amazing collection of weapons covering pre-historic, Roman,
medieval and thoroughly ancient instruments up until the present day and I would thoroughly recommend
a visit there.

Our June meeting featured something completely different, a talk by Paul Shepherd about an operation
that took place within the memory of current members, in Southern Rhodesia (now Zimbabwe) in
1979/80. A contingent of British soldiers were involved in Operation GILA which certainly made
headlines at the time and which still has ramifications to this day.

Our July meeting on Monday 7™ July is the last one before we have a summer break, and is an older
history of the military, featuring the Seven Years War from 1756 to 1763 fought primarily in Europe
and of which most of us know very little, so it will be very interesting indeed to learn something of “old
warfare".

Hundreds of military bridges were

constructed before and after

the battle of Culloden to help
government troops move around
the Highlands.

The stone bridge here at Little
Garve was built in 1767 on the
orders of Major Caulfeild, successor
to General Wade, but was soon

abandoned by the army and used
mainly by local people.

We restored Little Garve bridge in 2007, ready for
another 200 years of peaceful crossings.

Our rule is that all photos must have been taken within the
previous twelve months but we recently agreed that each
member could, during the course of the year, include a
maximum of three ‘historic’ photos and in April the first of
these, taken two years ago, was submitted.

On a warm sunny day in May we explored sixty seven 'Alleyways and
Passages’ that had been photographed by members, fourteen of
which were captured in black & white.

We are fortunate to have nearby a number of ancient towns such
as Marlborough and Devizes and the city of Salisbury all of which
have an abundance of interesting thoroughfares many of which
appeared in our review. Even where the same location had been
visited by more than one member none of the images were the
same.

While Joanna was away, we mice played! A group of us headed west, avoiding the summer solstice
celebrations around Stonehenge, to Fonthill Bishop, just off the A303. There we had a first class tour
of the Witchmark Distillery. The ancient farm buildings have been most sympathetically restored and
repurposed - everything was pristine. The water is from deep in the chalk beneath the buildings, and the
barley is grown in the estate fields, the only food-miles are to the Malthouse about 10 miles away.
We learnt so much about distilling and were able to sample
the three different gins and the vodka (which has won Gold
at the World Vodka Awards). Their main aim is to produce an
exceptional English whisky and barrels are maturing for the
required three years-and-a-day, ready in August 2027 -
initial signs are it will be very good. Drivers were given a
" taster spirit of their choice and a small can of tonic to take
' home to enjoy.

(We advise visiting the Distillery soon, as they plan to put the price up.)

From there we travelled to Fovant through exceptionally pretty villages and countryside, where we were
treated to an excellent lunch at the Greater Good Inn. Our contact in Fovant had arranged for us to
have a talk in the pub about the Military Badges that have been cut in the hillside - Pewsey has a white
: horse, Fovant has 10 Military Badges! We learnt that early in WWI1 there
was a huge training camp in the area and the personnel created their badges
on the hillside. Three of the 10 are later additions. Each takes up an area
about the size of half a football pitch. There is a lay-by on the A30 just
east of Fovant where they can be viewed, and there are display boards
there with good information. It being a hot afternoon we did not go down

the bridleway to get a closer look, something for another day.
